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Information for Break-Out Sessions 
 
What to bring: 
Speakers should bring your own laptops with presentations loaded, chargers, and 
adapters (if applicable). Adapters are typically only needed for Mac devices.

A/V and Room Set-up: 
Studio 1, 2, 3, & 4 Rooms: Break-out session rooms are equipped with a podium, 
standard WiFi and an LCD projector package. Sound playback capabilities (to play 
videos, etc.) are available in these rooms on Thursday, June 23 ONLY. Rooms are set 
in theater-style to allow for personal spacing preferences. 
 
Salon A: This break-out room is equipped with a podium with microphone, standard 
WiFi, LCD projector package and sound capabilities (to play videos etc.). The room 
will be set in classroom and partial theater-style. Break-out sessions taking place in 
Salon A on Wednesday and Thursday will be recorded by EACE’s Videographer. 
Based on your speaker confirmation form, permission was given if you are slotted for 
this room. 
 
Notes – If you contacted EACE HQ, you may have specific technology/set-up based 
on what was confirmed directly. EACE cannot accept additional requests at this 
time. If your session is a panel, a 6-foot skirted table will be set at the front of the 
room.
